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Gastrointestinal cancers represent a field undergoing rapid and profound transformation, characterized by 
marked biological and clinical heterogeneity and a significant impact in terms of incidence, mortality, and ma-
nagement complexity. In recent years, the integration of molecular characterization, therapeutic innovations, 
and multidisciplinary approaches has substantially reshaped care pathways, ushering in a new era in the ma-
nagement of these malignancies. In colorectal cancer, the evolution of systemic strategies, the introduction of 
immunotherapy in selected settings, and the development of new molecular targets are redefining therapeutic 
algorithms in both localized and advanced disease. Similarly, in hepatobiliary and pancreatic cancers—histo-
rically associated with poor prognosis—the optimization of perioperative strategies and the emergence of new 
systemic options are posing new clinical and organizational decision-making challenges. In the context of ga-
stroesophageal cancers as well, therapeutic innovation calls for a critical re-evaluation of clinical pathways, 
with particular attention to treatment personalization, patient selection, and the management of perioperative 
and metastatic phases. The aim of the event is to provide a critical and integrated update on the most recent 
scientific evidence, promoting a cross-disciplinary interpretation of available data and supporting clinicians in 
translating innovations into clinical practice. The course seeks to foster multidisciplinary dialogue and to sti-
mulate a thoughtful and dynamic view of the patient journey in gastrointestinal cancers, within the framework 
of increasingly personalized, value-based medicine.
